XX and I met at the ASER (Asociacion Sevillana de Emigrantes Retornados) centre for a couple of hours, and sat in the small office which had become the regular interview place.  He chatted quite happily and was willing to talk about his experiences, though wished to remain anonymous in the recordings and publications. 

It was striking that when I asked about his earliest memories of childhood, family and home, the first thing he mentioned was that he lived under a dictatorship.

XX had a generally very poor experience in France, and the first time he was there, he only ‘lasted’ (as he put it) seven months.  He had left his mother in Seville and was an only child.  He returned to marry and then took his wife back to live in Calais.
