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Astrology as a mental attitude in the period.  (i.e. Worldview)  

Did Astrology fit perfectly into a world view or were there complications or even contradictions?  

Astrology and religion: Curry says ‘The star were widely considered to be God’s handiwork, and therefore a source of divine guidance; so astrology overlapped with religion.

Astrology and Authority: Astrological predications frequently had political repercussions.

What was the importance of the Almanac in promoting Astrological belief?

Was there a difference between the ordinary person and the higher classes in their acceptance of Astrological belief?  

How should Astrology be described – an art?  Science?  Craft?

Was Astrology seen as a ‘natural’ or ‘supernatural’ craft?  Did this make any difference to peoples understanding of it?

Were the increasing attempts to deploy a special ‘language’ to Astrology helpful or detrimental to its continued prosperity?  

Why did Astrology reach its height of popularity in the mid-17th century?

Why did astrology decline after the Restoration?  Was this a complete decline?

What role, if any, did the rise of science have in astrology’s decline?

Did views differ amongst those connected to institutions (such as universities) and those that were not?  

What role, if any, did changes in religion have for the decline of astrology?

Did understanding of ‘freewill’ have an effect on Astrology?
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
