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The first lodges in today’s today Lebanon were established in its capital Beirut at the end of the 19th, starting 20th century. The founders' spirit and the ideas behind the newly formed fraternity are worth a closer examination. Like observed for other lodges, lodges in Beirut were mainly composed by members of the elite families at this period. But what was it, that brought them together, led them join freemasonry? What made these lodges so extraordinary? Or were they only another tool to make colonization easier?
The lecture will not only answer these questions but raising also some more, highlightening some biographies of the Lebanese involved.
