Place of interview: I/v took place at Juanra’s home.

Context: I arrived one hour late not knowing that the clocks had gone forward one hour. When I arrived Juanra and his wife said that they were unsure as to whether I was going to turn up and were about to leave. I felt very embarrassed about this and proposed to postpone the interview but they insisted that we did it then and asked how long it would take. I said that depended. Anyhow we went ahead for 1-1.30 hours or so.

Juanra and I sat at the table in the lounge. It emerged through the interview that Juanra’s wife had also spent some time in Germany and was there even before Juanra arrived. I asked her whether she would like to be interview but she declined although she did make some passing comments as to her migration having been a positive experience.
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
