Introduction

This assignment focuses on a specific aspect of your choreographic process for your Artist’s Sketchbook (assignment 1). It aims to facilitate a reflective learning approach to making dance.
Instructions

For this assignment you are going to reflect on one aspect of your choreographic process. Examine all the elements you have incorporated in your Artist’s Sketchbook and choose one aspect of the process of creating choreography that has been interesting or challenging. Select images related to that aspect and use them to produce an oral presentation reflecting on your experience (max. 500 words). Remember to reference other people’s work appropriately.
Assessment criteria

For this task you will be assessed on:

· ability to engage in a rich reflective process for the production of artistic ideas;
· clear structure and effective use of digital presentation.
Resources

Use the following resources to do your Reflective Commentary:

1. Digital tool
For this task you should use Photostory3. Note that you will need to download the software to start using it. With Photostory3 you will need to select key images and record your reflection on top of them.
For an initial guidance on how to use it, you can watch any of the tutorials available on the internet or watch, for example, this one “Creating videos with Microsoft Photo Story 3”
2. Resources

To produce your Reflective Commentary you need to prepare a script of what you would like to say and select carefully the images you would like to use.
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
