Discussion starter with images
You will need some images (paintings, scenes, as relevant) to place around the classroom.  (I used images of Charles II, the duke of York, Nell Gwynne etc, Charles II’s statue from Chelsea Hospital, various equestrian images and photographs of equestrian statues).  I have also used images of Baroque palaces and gardens.  

Decide on the theme for your images, and place them around the room, with a large piece of paper and a marker pen, or pens, close by each one.

Divide the students into small groups, and instruct them to walk around the room, giving them each a set amount of time with each image (not too long).  They should write (or elect someone to write) comments concerning the features and meanings of the image on the paper.  The groups then move around, adding to the paper by the image at each ‘station’.  

Visit each image in turn, discussing the results.  This can be followed by a discussion on the theme.

The pictures can also be fixed to the wall, with the comments on paper or on sticky paper pads.
