	Plan
	1. Introduce students to the topic of the Crusades, open HumBox 758 to see the geographical context

2. Open HumBox 779 for information about the start of the Crusades, and Indicate the purpose of the various activities


3. Split students into five groups: each group to read the account of Urban’s speech, find out about the source

4. Student groups to present their account of the source and the way the individual presents the speech


5. Group discussion about the nature of crusading and the importance of the speech to set the ball rolling
